For Students

1. Be in class on time.

2. Must use Spanish greetings when entering and leaving the classroom.

3. Must use classroom commands in Spanish (i.e. May I go to the bathroom, please pass the paper, may I have a pencil, etc.)

4. Have materials ready.
5. Write down homework from white board into planner.

6. Start working on Bellwork on the Promethean Board while attendance is taken.
7. When teacher is speaking, student is quiet.

8. Raise hand for questions.
9. Respect each other and the teacher.
10. Name and date (in Spanish) MUST be on all papers.

11.  Students will put ALL homework in the appropriate box.
12. When doing group work, voices must be kept low so other students are not disturbed.

13. Students must work quietly.  If a student needs to ask a question, he or she may quietly ask a peer, look in their Spanish/English dictionary first and then ask the teacher.

14. Keep desks and surrounding area neat.

15.  Pack up and wait for teacher to dismiss students.
16. 1st PERIOD STUDENTS:  Unstack chairs and put one at each desk.
17. 6th PERIOD STUDENTS:  Stack chairs next to wall, clean white board (person will be assigned), wipe desks (person will be assigned).  Students MUST be quiet and listen for their car numbers.
